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ADDENDUM TO THE COOPERATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN PONTIFÍCIA UNIVERSIDADE CATÓLICA DO RIO GRANDE DO SUL (BRAZIL), SUPPORTED BY UNIÃO BRASILEIRA DE EDUCAÇÃO E ASSISTÊNCIA, AND ............................... (.............) [name of institution (country)], AIMING AT DEVELOPING JOINT ACADEMIC ACTIVITIES UNDER THE TERMS OF THE COOPERATION AGREEMENT SIGNED BY THE PARTIES ON ....../...... /…… (DATE).
Pontifícia Universidade Católica do Rio Grande do Sul, hereinafter referred to as PUCRS, supported by União Brasileira de Educação e Assistência – UBEA, herein represented by its President, Prof. Dr. Evilázio Teixeira and ................................... [name of University], herein represented by its President, Prof./Dr./Mr./Ms. ....................................., through the School of ............ [name of school], establish this Addendum to the Cooperation Agreement, and hereby agree to be bound by the following clauses:
CLAUSE ONE – OBJECTIVE
To establish an exchange program for stricto sensu graduate students (Master's and Doctoral students), aiming at enabling students regularly enrolled in one University (home University) to attend courses at another University (host University), with the purpose of completing part of the required credits at the home University.
CLAUSE TWO – CONDITIONS
To be eligible to participate in this exchange program, the student must:
2.1. Be enrolled as a regular student at the home university in a stricto sensu program in ....................... (field of study);
2.2. Fulfill all specific requirements established by both the home and the host universities.
CLAUSE THREE - OBLIGATIONS OF PARTICIPANTS
Students admitted to the exchange program must:
3.1. Remain enrolled as regular students, attending the other university as a sandwich program student, and pay academic fees for the period at the home university only;
3.2. Fulfill financial obligations relating to the total number of credits of his/her program;
3.3. Be responsible for all expenses regarding travel and transportation, accommodation, board and health insurance, including additional expenses incurred by spouses or dependents, when applicable;
3.4. Choosing courses at the host university that will help fulfill his/her curriculum at the home university, respecting the orientation of his/her supervising professor at his home university. Confirmation of the credits obtained at the host University will follow the regulations in effect at the home University.   
3.5. Follow the immigration requirements of the country of the host University.
CLAUSE FOUR – IMPLEMENTATION
4.1. The coordinators of stricto sensu programs of the universities will be responsible for the implementation of the exchange program, particularly the preparation, distribution and update of statistics relating to the participation in the program.
4.2. Each university will be responsible for promoting the exchange program for its students; for this purpose, the universities agree to provide information to candidates about the programs of study and available positions in the elective courses in their ............ (field of study) stricto sensu programs. 
4.3. The number of students to be admitted for the exchange program for the following academic year will be determined by mutual agreement between the contracting parties based on the number of qualified applicants. All efforts will be made to achieve parity in the number of students exchanged.
4.4. Student scholarships are not included in the conditions of exchange. However, both universities will provide information on scholarship opportunities, as well as other financial aid available for exchange students.
4.5. The host university agrees to assist exchange students in finding appropriate accommodation. For this purpose, participants of the exchange program should arrive at the host university one week before the beginning of their activities.
4.6. The supervisor, place and acceptance in the research group (if the student participates of a research group in his/her exchange) will be previously stipulated.
4.7. Participants must obtain life and medical insurance covering hospital care costs, according to the standards set by the contracting Universities.
CLAUSE FIVE – TERMS OF THE ADDENDUM
5.1. This Addendum shall be signed in two (2) counterparts of equal form and content, with one (1) copy in Portuguese and one (1) in ...... (language). Both versions of this document will have equal validity. Each university will keep 1 (one) copy of the document.
5.2. This Addendum will come into effect after evaluation by the relevant authorities of each University and its signing by their legal representatives. It will remain in force for the same period of the Agreement, and can be renewed or modified upon mutual consent.
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
