	Credit system


	Regular UC students usually take 50 credits per semester
(Usually 5 subjects of 10 credits each)
1 UC credit = 1 hour of work per week. This includes both classes (contact hours) and individual work, during 16 weeks (one semester)
10 credits course

· 4,5 hours of classes a week (72 hours of classes per semester, usually classes three times a week)

· 5,5 hours of individual work per week (88 hours of work per semester)

UC does not restrict the number of credits students take, though we advise international students not to take more than 35-40 credits per semester, depending on their Spanish language proficiency.
