ADDENDUM TO THE COOPERATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE PONTIFICAL CATHOLIC UNIVERSITY OF RIO GRANDE DO SUL, SUPPORTED BY THE BRAZILIAN UNION OF EDUCATION AND ASSISTANCE (BRAZIL), AND THE UNIVERSITY .................(..............)

In agreement with the Cooperation Agreement between the Pontifical Catholic University of Rio Grande do Sul – PUCRS, maintained by the Brazilian Union of Education and Assistance – UBEA, represented in this document by Mr. President, Professor Dr. Evilázio Teixeira, and the University ................................, represented in this document by its President ..............................., establish the present Addendum to the Cooperation Agreement signed by both parties on ...../...../....., through the following  clauses and conditions.
FIRST CLAUSE - Objective
Establishing a student exchange program, with the purpose of allowing the students who are regularly enrolled in a University (home University) to develop academic activities in another University (host University), in order to complete part of the curriculum of the Home University.
SECOND CLAUSE – Conditions
To be a part of this exchange program, the student must:
2.1. Be enrolled as a regular student in the home University;

2.2. Prove they are knowledgeable in the language of the host University’s country at an intermediate level, at least, according to the requirements from the partner institution;

2.3. Meet the specific requirements from the host University and the home University;
2.4. Have a good to excellent school record;

2.5. Have a study program, including class(es) and/or other academic activities, approved by the home and host Universities.

THIRD CLAUSE – Obligations and privileges of the participants
The students accepted in the Mobility Program must:
3.1. Be enrolled and pay the tuition fees only to the Home University. However, special fees must be paid in the host University (those which do not include enrollment fees);
3.2. Have their study program approved for the proposed period, which cannot exceed 1 (one) year;

3.3. Where applicable, choose classes (elective or curricular) in the host University which may be used for their curriculum in the home University. The validation of the credits acquired in the host University will follow the current regulations of the home University. 
3.4. Be responsible for expenses with travel, transportation, accommodation, meals and health insurance, including addition expenses incurred by spouses or dependents, where applicable;

3.5. Follow the immigration requirements for the country of the host University.

FOURTH CLAUSE - Implementation
4.1. Both Universities must assign a Coordinator responsible for the implementation plan of the program.

4.2. Each University will be responsible for promoting the Exchange Program among its students; for this purpose, the Universities agree to exchange all documents, providing information to the candidates on the study programs available in the Universities, minding the Data Protection rules included in the Cooperation Agreement.
4.3. The number of students to be accepted in the exchange program for the following academic year will be determined by a mutual agreement between the contracting parties and based on the number of qualified applications. The universities will apply all efforts to achieve parity in the number of mobility students, but it is understood that this parity may often not be reached.
4.4. The provision of a scholarship is not included in the student exchange terms. However, both Universities will provide information regarding possible scholarships and other financial support for exchange students.
4.5. The Host University agrees to assist, within their possibilities, exchange students in finding appropriate accommodation.
4.6. Participants must hire, prior to their arrival at the host University, at their own expense, a health insurance plan and coverage of medical-hospital care, according to the standards established by the Host University.
FIFTH CLAUSE – on the validity of the Addendum
5.1. This Addendum is signed in four (4) copies of identical content and form, two (2) of them being in Portuguese and two (2) in X. Both versions of this document are equally valid. Each university will keep 1 (one) copy in each language of the document.
5.2. This Addendum will come into effect on the date of the last signature by its legal representatives, for the same period of validity as the Agreement, and may be renewed or revised by mutual agreement, signed by the Parties’ legal representatives.
The signatures of the present Agreement, in case they are done through electronic signature tools, in the terms of paragraph 2, from article 10 of the Provisional Measure 2.200-2/2001, constitute valid and enforceable, for all legal purposes, representing the will of all those who sign it, as documented evidence and extrajudicial enforcement order, for all intents and purposes.
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
